Armor Navigation, a French ferry operator in Brittany,
embarked on an ambitious project to upgrade its fleet
with a modern, eco-friendly passenger vessel. The result
is Autrement, a 24.98-meter aluminium ferry built by
Nova Shipyard (Turkiye) to a design by Mer et Design
(France). This 200-passenger tour boat was conceived to
offer a premium, yacht-inspired experience for excursions
around the scenic Seven Islands, while meeting rigorous
performance and environmental targets. A key
requirement was a propulsion solution that could achieve
a service speed of 17 knots fully loaded (19 knots in light
condition) and comply with strict IMO Tier Il emissions
standards. To fulfill these demands, Armor Navigation and
Nova Shipyard partnered with BTMavrasya, Baudouin’s
regional distributor, to integrate an advanced Baudouin

diesel powerplant into Autrement.
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Autrement is powered by twin Baudouin 6M26.3 SCR engines
coupled with ZF gearboxes and efficient propellers. These 6-
cylinder, 15.9-liter engines deliver 750 hp (552 kW) each, more
than enough to meet the vessel’s service speed of 17 knots. With
integrated Selective Catalytic Reduction (SCR) systems, the
engines meet IMO Tier Ill emissions standards without sacrificing

performance or engine room space.

Designed for intermittent duty cycle, the engines suit the vessel’s
operational profile, delivering high power during peak excursion
hours with fuel efficiency and low emissions. They also offer quiet
operation and reduced vibration, enhancing passenger comfort on

board.

Onboard power is supplied by a Baudouin 4W105S marine genset,
delivering up to 100 kV A to support the vessel’s electrical systems.
Compact and marine-grade, the genset shares the same focus on
reliability, low maintenance, and operational efficiency as the main
engines.

The propulsion setup is also future-ready: both the ship design and
engines support hybrid conversion with minimal structural changes,
allowing easy integration of batteries and electric motors when

required.

Autrement has consistently met its speed and performance goals
since entering service with Armor Navigation. The IMO lll-certified
Baudouin engines ensure clean operation in Brittany’s protected
coastal waters, with reduced NO, and particulate emissions
supporting sustainable tourism.

The crew reports excellent handling, quiet cruising, and smooth
acceleration even under load. The robust engine design and
extended service intervals provide reliable performance and cost

control throughout the operating season.
